NOTE 1 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy the financial
reporting requirements of the Associations Incorporations Reform Act (Victoria) 2012, The
committee has determined that the association is not a reporting entity.

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs
and does not take into account changing money value or, except where specially stated, current
valuation of non-current assets.

The following significant accounting policies, which are consistent with the previous period
unless otherwise stated, have been adopted in the preparation of this financial report.

a. Income Tax

No provision for income tax is necessary as the Association is exempt from income tax under
Division 50 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997,

b. Inventories
Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

C. Plant and Equipment

Plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation.

The depreciable amount of all plant and equipment is depreciated over the useful lives of the
assets to the association commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use.

d. Impairment of Assets

At the end of each reporting period, the association reviews the carrying values of its tangible
and intangible assets to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have been
impaired. If such am indicator exists, the recoverable amount of the asset, being the higher of
the asset's fair value less costs to sell and value in use, is compared to the asset's carrying
value. Any excess of the asset's carrying value over its recoverable amount is recognised in the
income and expenditure statement.

e. Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the association's liability for employee benefits arising from services
rendered by employees to the end of the reporting period. Employee benefits have been
measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled.
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
