Lacrosse Victoria Under 13 Girls’ Rules – REVIEW 2011


The U13 Girls’ Rules were reviewed at the Women’s Meeting of the 2011 Club Conference and it was agreed that to improve player safety the following rule be included.

Rule 6		Women’s field markings

Defending players in front of goal without an opponent – opposition intending to shoot on goal (Free Space).

Umpires to be aware that when a player is intending to shoot, an opposition team player without an opponent is in danger of being hit with the ball (Free Space).

The Umpire will:
 
a)	blow the whistle to stop play, 

b)	place the defender 4m to the side of her opponent with the ball but no closer than 15m to the goal (using women’s field markings).
