If both clubs approve the permit/transfer, the application should be completed and forwarded by the ‘new/2nd club’ to the Association Director of Administration. Upon receipt of the completed form, one copy shall be sent to the Secretary of both clubs involved.  If one or both clubs oppose the permit/transfer, the application should be submitted to Association Director of Administration by the player. Upon receipt, the Director of Administration shall send the form to the clubs involved for action.  The club/s has 14 days to action and return the form (that is, either approve or reject the request) to the Association. Failure of action and return of form will result in the Board presuming that there are no objections. The Board shall grant the permit/transfer provided that: a) the player is financial with the Club she is leaving and the Association and b) the permit fulfils the Association’s ‘in the best interests of the game’ principle.
If opposition is received, the Board will consider the submission. A decision by the Board can be appealed 
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
